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ENRON GIVES COMPUTERS, BROADBAND ACCESS

TO EMPLOYEES FOR USE AT HOME

HOUSTON -- Enron announced today it will give employees of its wholly owned subsidiaries a high-speed computer and Internet connection, including broadband connectivity, for use at home, beginning in 2001.


“Technology not only drives Enron’s global e-commerce business, but also impacts nearly everything individuals might want to do, from shopping online to checking movie schedules,” said Kenneth L. Lay, Enron chairman and CEO.  “We are delighted to provide our employees and their families with the technology to experience high-speed Internet access.”

Through the ClickAtHome program, each eligible employee will receive a Dell Dimensiondesktop computer with a high-speed processor, floppy disk drive, CD-ROM drive, mouse, monitor, modem and speakers.  Dell will provide 24-hour technical support for program participants.  Enron also will subsidize an Internet connection so employees can have access to high-speed broadband applications.  The company expects to offer this program to approximately 15,000 employees worldwide.

Through a company-wide computer drive, employees will be able to donate their existing home computers to Technology For All, a national program working to bridge the digital divide.

Enron is one of the world’s leading electricity, natural gas and communications companies.  The company, with revenues of $40 billion in 1999 and $30 billion for the first six months of 2000, produces electricity and natural gas, develops, constructs and operates energy facilities worldwide, delivers physical commodities and financial and risk management services to customers around the world, and is developing an intelligent network platform to facilitate online business.
